2018 BUDGET| WATER TREATMENT PLANT

Since the 195006s, West Fraser has been providing
HintonPreviously, West Fraser gave the Town notice, effective December 31, 2017, that they will be
withdrawing from their contracted role of treating potable water to the Town of Hinton.

In 2018, the Town of Hinton will move forward with a full transfer of the water treatment process to the
Town.

The Town of Hinton will continue negotiating with West Fraser for thermngustainable provision of
potable water for our communitipdates will be provided to residents as information becomes
available.




2018 BUDGET| UTILITIES

Utilities Budget

1 Water Residential / Commercial increase by 10%
Impact to water flat rate = $3.16 / month or $37.92/year $ 175,100
No changes to capital enhancement fee of $7.50/month or $90/year

1 Sewer Residential / Commercial increase by 5%
Impact to sewer flat rate = $.70 / month or $8.28/year $ 44,500

1 Waste Management Residential / Nogsidential increase by 5%/10% respectively
Impact to residential rate = $.58/month or $6.84/year
Impact to nomesidential rate = $2.83/month or $33.96/year $ 40,000

Property Taxes Budget

A Proposed 4% increase to property taxes
Impact to residence assessed at $325,000 is $6/month or $72/year $ 465,000

Reduction in transfer to reserves from operating budget Budget

A In order to balance the budget and maintain a 4% increase to property $ 241,962
taxes, a reduction in the transfer from the operating budget to reserves
IS required.
